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Standing Orders changing to 

PRN Orders

Effective July 1, 2008, the physician 

ñStanding Ordersò books will no longer be 

used.

Medical staff committees have approved 

the use of one ñPRN Ordersò form.



NEW PRN Orders

The ñPRN Ordersò form will print with every 
admission pack

Physicians will need to sign the ñPRN Ordersò 
form, as with every physicianôs order.

The signed ñPRN Ordersò form will be faxed to 
the pharmacy

The nurse may use the orders immediately

Pharmacy will profile all of the drugs on the order 
form.



What if the patient is a direct admit?

The PRN Orders will be treated as other telephone 
orders. 

The physician will need to give the order to ñuse PRN 
Ordersò,and will sign the orders upon arrival on the 
unit.

The signed ñPRN Ordersò form will be faxed to the 
pharmacy

The nurse may use the orders immediately

Pharmacy will profile all of the drugs on the order form.



What if the physician does not want 

to use the form?
The physician may elect to not use the 
PRN orders.   

There are no individual Standing Orders, 
after July 1st, therefore, the physician will 
need to order drugs he/she wants 
administered.

Nurses may not use any of the drugs until the 
physician says ñmay use PRN Ordersò.
